CHURCH FOR THE YOUNG CHILD

Infants and young children are always welcome in our worship service, and their
occasional unexpected voices simply add "happy sounds" to our praise of God. If a child
is making enough noise to interfere with other people’s worship, we ask that you walk
them out of the main sanctuary, wait for them to quiet down and then return to the
sanctuary with them. It is important to show kids that making noise doesn’t get them out
of church. You may feel awkward leaving a couple of times during the service, but we
understand. You may find it helpful to sit in the back, near the doors to make the process
a little easier.
